Qualitative Research Genres
Hermeneutics

Hermeneutics is concerned with the interpretation of texts. Radnitzky(1970,p22) has
defined hermeneutics as the 'objectifications’ of human cultural activity (texts, etc.)with a
view to interpretation themto find out the intended or at least the expressed meaningin order
to establish a co-understanding or possibly even consent which has not yet been obtained or
repairing the same...;and in generalto mediate traditions so that the historical dialogue of
mankind may be continued or reassumedand also deepened ".

Paul Ricoeur has argued that any human action can be regarded as a textand interpreted.
Any text is created in a cultural -historical contextand then interpreted in a different context.
It is an attempt to obtain the tradition -informed interpretation of a text.

The Phenomenological Approach:

The Phenomenological approach in qualitative research started with the writings of
philosopher Husserl.The aim of this method is produce an exhaustive description of the
phenomena of every day experience,thus arriving at an understanding of particular cultural
context.Me Leod has offered this definition of the qualitative research:

The primary aim of qualitative research is to develop an understanding of how the
World is constructed.

The notion of the world being ‘contracted
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Implies that we in habit a social,personaland relational world that is complex, layeredand can
be viewed from different perspectives.This social reality can be seen as multiply
constructed.We construct our world through talk(stories, conversations) through action,
through system of meaning, through memory, through the rituals and institutions that have
been created, through the ways in which the world is physically and materially shaped.

There is an apparent paradox at the heart of qualitative research.We believe that we
understand the world already Why,then,there is a necessity to do qualitative research? There
are at atleast two interlocking reasons why it is worthwhile to pursue qualitative research.
These can be summarised as knowing and becoming a knower.

There are at least three areas within which qualitative research can produce new forms
of knowing.The first one can be stated as knowledge of the other.The second one seeks to
develop knowledge of phenomena.

Ethnomethodology

method attempts to discover hidden norms by violating them. Most societies have ground
rules and norms that are enforced by legislation.By violating them we may become aware of
their existence and can draw peoples attention towards them.

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IMPACTS OF FACEBOOK ON
UNDERGRADUATE COLLEGE
STUDENTS DURING COVID-19

PANDEMIC

Abstract:

One of the most popular social networking platforms among students is Facebook.
Undergraduate students who spend most of their time on Facebook are impacted and affected
by these platforms. Other people are likely to affect students who use Facebook regularly.
Their studies, on the other hand, are likely to be disrupted. Instead of revising their
schoolwork, students are enticed to spend a significant amount of time of Facebook. This
study looked into why undergraduate college students use Facebook and what they had to say
about it. In order to evaluate and analyze the data, this study used a combination of
quantitative and qualitative methods. The respondents were undergraduate college students
from Babu Shivnath Agrawal College, Mathura that is affiliated to Dr. B. R. Ambedkar
University, Agra. According to the findings, frequent usage of social media such as Facebook
can have a negative impact on student’s academic performance. However, Book has the
potential to improve student’s academic achievement. Facebook serves as a communication

Introduction:

Individuals can use social networking sites such as Instagram, Twitter, WhatsApp,
Facebook to exhibit themselves, articulate their social networks and form or maintain
connections with others. Users can utilize the sites to meet new individuals or communicate
with people they already know offline. Facebook, the online social networking site discussed
in this article, allow users to create an online profile, collect “friends” who can write
comments on each other’s profiles. Member of Facebook can also create virtual groups based
on shared interests, check what classes they share, and learn about each other’s hobbies,
musical tastes, interests and relationship status by looking at their profiles.

Facebook was created in 2004 by Mark Zuckerberg with his some friends. Recently
Facebook has 2.9 billion monthly active users and if we talk specifically about India, there
are 416.6 million monthly active users (worldpopulationreview.com, 2022). This data
demonstrate its impact on society and its reach among youth. Facebook’s value grew during
the pandemic because it enabled people to connect and helped society communicate. During
the pandemic, Facebook played a critical role. Facebook had piqued the interest of
researchers who wanted to learn more about its various characteristics and how they effect
society. The majority of existing academic study on Facebook has concentrated on issues of
identity presentation and privacy(Gross& Acquisti,2005; Stutzman,2006). The majority of
studies have focused on the negative effect of Facebook, however this study focuses on the
interaction between students and their peers throughout the pandemic.

During this pandemic, the use of Facebook in learning has been practiced. This can
be utilized for discussion and sharing of resources such as reading materials, presentations

and other instructional material supplied via Facebook Page, messages by the teacher. Since
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then, Facebook has grown in popularity and is now used by people all over the world.
Because of the different platforms that Facebook provides such as obtaining information,
talking with loved ones, running and advertising a business for amusement purpose, and
many more, using Facebook has become one of the habits that each individual has been
addicted to. Due to this phenomena Facebook has shown to be useful because it is simple and
user-friendly, and it can also be used for education, particularly during this pandemic.

The students who recently entered college, particularly those who do not have
sufficient resources, are using Facebook to learn new things. Because of its user-friendly
atmosphere, first year college students priorities the use of Facebook. It also includes useful
tools such as Facebook Groups and Messenger, which allow students to construct a virtual
classroom and use it as a useful tool for their academic needs. Students from various college
use Facebook to communicate in a variety of ways, including chatting, videos conferencing,
posting images and videos, sharing and exchanging information and more. As a result,
children develop a fondness for Facebook, which has now become an integral part of their
everyday lives.

First year college students use Facebook for a variety of reasons, including
enjoyment, college activities and many others that can have an impact on their academic
performance. College students’ use of Facebook might have a favorable or negative impact
on their academic achievement.

Ellison et al (2011) in their study claims, when it comes to assignments, projects
and other schoolwork, students chose to use Facebook or other social networking sites. It will
have a negative impact on their academic achievement since they will be enticed to log on to
Facebook instead of doing their schoolwork. Instead of looking for information about their
classes, they spend a lot of time on the platform being entertained.

Boholano et al (2021) cited a few exercises towards making strides the quality of
instruction within the Philippines with the conviction tht well-equipped instructors can
provide great quality educating and subsequently creating all inclusive competitive learners.
Besides understudies there are uncovered to utilizing Facebook to communicate, socialize
and for instructive purposes. In school, for illustration, understudies are utilizing Facebook

particularly when they ought to communicate with their mentor and with their classmates to
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inquire for particular data and other occurrences. In line with this, understudies are too
affectionate of utilizing Facebook to associated with companies and amusement.

A few analyst have coined the term “friend sickness” to allude to the trouble caused by
the misfortune of association to old companions when a youthful individual moves absent to
college (Paul & Brier,2001). Web advances include conspicuously in a think about of
communication innovation utilize by this populace by Cummings, Lee and Kraut (2006), who
found that administrations like mail and moment informing offer assistance college
understudies stay near to their college companions after they take off domestic for college.
We subsequently present a degree centering particularly on the support of existing social
capital after this major life alter experienced by college understudies, centering on their
capacity to use and keep up social associations from college.

Furthermore, as stated in the previous study, “in light of this epidemic where social
separation is required and mass gathering is outlawed, educational institutions are obligated
to develop ways to further capacitate teachers”. Facebook is necessary for giving assignments
and discussions via Facebook Messenger or the Facebook Page. Teachers and students are
utilizing technology to its best potential in order to meet the objectives of the lesson.

Several research on the use of Facebook in teaching and learning have been
undertaken. This study investigates why students use Facebook and what their experiences
and feedback have been on various social networking sites.

The researchers discovered that in colleges and universities, teachers and mentors
use Facebook to make announcements, keep students up to date on school activities, and send
and upload educational files, all of which are beneficial to college students’ learning. College
students, nowadays, have reason have reason to log in their Facebook accounts on a regular
basis. As a result, college students have become addicted to Facebook and reliant on the
services it provides.

The purpose of this study was to see how important it is for new college students to
use Facebook in their teaching and learning. Furthermore, the experience and feedback of
students using Facebook as an instructional tool will be investigated.

Methods:
The result of the data acquired were determined using both qualitative and quantitative

research methods in this study. The qualitative research strategy quantifies the issues by
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generating numerical data or data that may be converted into meaningful statistics. Attitude,
views and conduct are all quantified using this method. The quantitative data collection in
this study comprises paper surveys of college students at public colleges concerning their use
of Facebook.

Only random college students in Babu Shivnath Agrawal College, Mathura, Uttar
Pradesh, India were given survey questionnaire. They must respond to ten questions on a
questionnaire. Each choice in the questionnaire is represented by a box. Respondents are
asked to check the boxes the best describe their Facebook usage and behaviors. In the second
component, which is qualitative, the participants were given a table with ten scenarios and
asked to check the column that corresponded to how frequently they use Facebook. They can
also leave feedback on the offered space. Participants in the study were issued Google Forms.
Only college students aged 18 to 21 years old from BSA College, Mathura, are eligible to
participate in the study. Ethical issues are observed, such as sending an informed consent and
in the case of a specific respondents rejection, the researchers are not in the authority to
impose such declination, but rather to take into account the participant’s decisions. This study
carries no risk because all documents were distributed over Facebook Messenger to follow
the required health routine in the wake of the Covid-19 pandemic. This research is entirely
academic. The responses and details of the respondents were kept in strict confidence.
Results and Discussion:

The researcher tabulated, evaluated and interpreted the data based on the information
acquired. For better understanding and presentation all refined data is being presented by pie

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The biggest reason students used Facebook is for social interaction (36.5%). This
implies that students use Facebook to make new friends and expand their social circles.
Additionally, students utilize Facebook to maintain continual contact with their loved ones.
They socialized on Facebook by communicating openly with one another and freely
expressing themselves. Facebook has become the most popular social media platform among
college students because it allows them to express themselves with their peers, with social
interaction accounting for the biggest percentage of other reasons for using Facebook.
“Facebook is the leading site for college students”. Taylor, Mulligan and Ishida (2012) had
mentioned this in their research. This is accurate in this study because the majority of
students and teachers use Facebook to communicate about school events and other
educational responsibilities. Facebook is especially important in the educational side of
students’ lives (24.5%). Students can effortlessly send and receive documents or files for
their studies using this program.

Furthermore, when students are bored, they turn to social media as a way to at least
enjoy their free time (21%). Several students now use Facebook at their leisure, making it the
cheapest way to watch movies, videos, news, listen to music, and other forms of media.
Facebook also has a diverse selection of games that students like playing. “ Facebook seems
well-suited to enhance the students’ experiences, given that through profiles highlights both
commonalities and distinctions among participants”, says Ellison, Steinfield and Lampe
(2007). Users can, for example, play games with people from all over the world, watch
movies and listen to music. Above all, it facilitates the formation on new relationships among
users on this site. These findings back up Cuesta et al (2016)’s study, which found that
“Using social media in students and instructors dialogues (e.g. Chats , videos call) in a closed
Facebook forum overseen by the teacher, sought to promote students integration into
academic culture and implementation”. Students utilize Facebook via publishing, sharing and
reacting to content, according to the research. According to Nadkarni and Hoofman (2012), “
students utilize Facebook for self-presentation”. It could be through the use of photographs to
garner more likes or other responses. “It is increasingly vital to evaluate the consequences of
online learning practices”. Wise, Skues and Williams (2011) write, “because most

universities now have student portal and use web-based learning management system as
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fundamental aspect of course delivery”. This definitely includes the use of social media
platforms such as Facebook to engage students.
The following themes emerged from the narratives written by the students
participants:
Theme 1: Accessibility on Facebook
As some students have stated, Facebook is an important tool for learning.

Their responses demonstrates this:

“ In terms of passing tasks like projects, Facebook has had a beneficial impact on

my academic success in school. It is easier to upload than to give it straight to the

teacher, than to burn it on a CD, and in a variety of other ways where there is

already a much easier way to focus on”.(Respondent A)

“All of the files we require have been sent, or will be sent, through the group

page or group chat”.(Respondent B)

The findings suggest that Facebook can be useful as a learning tool. The
integration of Facebook as an educational project or route for project submission with pre-
determined purposes and results for the learning experiences becomes more relevant and
productive (Kbilan et al, 2010). However in order for teachers and students to get the most
out of technology, it must be easily available.

Theme 2: In the process of learning, Facebook usage activates self- awareness

Not everything is nice all of the time; everything has its limitations. In this regard,
Facebook can be beneficial to people, particularly students, but it can be a source of
distractions if not used responsibly. Students use Facebook to keep up with what’s going on
at school, but it may also be a source of temptation for them. They were enticed to scroll
down and see some posts about their peers instead of studying.

“ It has a beneficial influence on me at times, such as making me aware of what is

going on at school or keeping me informed about developments in my studies.

Facebook, on the other hand, ha somehow or most of the time become a source of

distraction”.(Respondent C)

Students nowadays can enjoy a comfortable life while studying thanks to
Facebook. However, in addition to the benefits it may provide, it may have a negative impact

on pupils, particularly their academic performance. A large presence on Facebook and the
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resulting increased levels of information flow management can engage students in some tasks
while they are constantly engaged in interaction and socialization, which disrupts their focus
on their academic tasks. One of the respondents stated that her ability to concentrate on
studying is hampered since her mind is occupied with Facebook. One of the respondents also
stated that she spends her time scrolling on Facebook rather than studying her notes or
working on her assignments or projects. Facebook addiction disorder had been studied by
many psychologists (Brailovskaia, 2018).

Theme 3: The  benefits and drawbacks of  Facebook use in
academic performance

These days, students are heavily influenced by the use of Facebook. It can be used for
a variety of purpose, including communication, acquiring information, sharing diverse points
of view and thought, and forming various relationships with strangers. This could explain
why they continue to use Facebook and have made it a daily habit. Furthermore, Facebook
can be considered one of the distractions that can cause students’ attention to be diverted
from their schoolwork.

Furthermore, Facebook has little effects on college students’ academic performance
because it does not divert their attention away from their studies. In simple ways, as long as
students use Facebook in moderation, there is no way that it will divert them from their
academic achievement.

“I didn’t get any negative impact on my academic performance because | had to
balance my studies and usage of Facebook. I never let Facebook empowered me. |
use it in control manner”. (Respondents D)

Although Facebook is beneficial for students in terms of connectivity such as
exchanging knowledge, socialization and other constructive activities. The literature shows
that “Facebook has become dangerously addictive, disrupting students activities and
academic goals on a regular basis” (Nadeem et al, 2020). As a result, if students pay close
attention to their academic business, Facebook will never be a hindrance to their academic
accomplishment.

The Covid-19 pandemic ushered in a new era of instruction, particularly in higher
education. Facebook is one of the learning tools used by teachers, according to the result of

survey questionnaire distributed via Google Forms and completed by undergraduate students.
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This is extremely beneficial to learning, as internet connectivity is constantly a concern.
Furthermore, students describe Facebook as an alternate tool in teaching and learning based
on their narratives.

Conclusion:

Facebook is social networking platform that may be used for both amusement and
education. The usage of Facebook as a tool in education, in teachinglearning benefits
students’ social interaction as well as their academic achievement in school. Because of its
accessibility, using Facebook as an instructional tool for sending notes and presentation

during the Covid-19 pandemic, it has a good impact.
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STUDIES ABOUT STRESS AUDIT OF
EXECUTIVES

Many studies and researches might be used to interpret these results. Some of them are :-

The background variables studied by Sen (1981) in relation to role stress were age,
sex, education, income, family type, marital status, residence, distance from residence to
place of work, distance from place of domicile to place of work, entry and previous job
experience. Some of the conclusions drawn by Sen (1981) were that role stagnation decreases
as people advance in age, age is negatively related with role stress. Women experience more
role stress as compared to men. This is primarily because in Indian society career-oriented
women are still few and far between. Role stress is inversely related to income, the less is the
level of reported role stress. Sen has inferred that persons with high income hold
correspondingly better assignments with higher status, esteem and more scope for satisfaction
of self-actualization needs. Unmarried persons experience more stress than married persons.
This may be due to their comparative lack of security need, resulting in higher self-esteem,
autonomy and self-actualization needs. Persons from urban backgrounds experience more
stress, growing up in rural areasmay foster an attitude of self-contentment which isin sharp
contrast to the fast life and activities of a city dweller. The difficulties of commuting produce
more stress for people living 20-50 km away from their place of work. Family size was found
to be positively associated with role stagnation and role isolation and negatively with role

erosion. The former two may be attributed to advancing age, growing family size and

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increasing responsibilities and at the same time limited promotion prospects leading to a
feeling of exclusion and loss of linkages.

The analysis revealed that the coping styles used by bankemployees varied from one
bank to another. The defensive style was the most frequently adopted strategy followed by
introspersistive style and impunitive style. Managerial levels did not appear to have much
impact on the coping strategies used except that junior level managers showed significantly
more impunitive behaviour than top managers. Top and senior/middle level managers
undertook more self-initiated action than junior managers and clerks. No significant sex
differences were found. However, women employees showed slightly higher impersistive
scores and lower defensive scores than males. As regards the age factor, some interesting
trends were observed - people in the age group of 36-40 years exhibited more impunitive
style than the other groups indicating that they are more fatalistic than those either younger or
older to them. In terms of educational level, the scores were more or less similar. When
income was taken as a factor, it was found that intrapersistive style generally increased with
income. This could be related to the status and position of a person. The higher the status an
individual has, the greater is the tendency to solve problems by one's own efforts, probably
because of the power and authority the position confers. No significant differences were
found with respect to family, marital status and rural or urban backgrounds.

Bhatnagar and Bose (1985) studied organizational role stresses among branch
managers of a banking organization. Reviewing the Indian studies on this theme, they
observed that very little systematic work has been done to understand the relative strength of
different stressors for bank managers. The few studies that have examined role stress among
Indian bankers, have not focused on stresses experienced specifically by branch managers
who, according to the authors, play a pivotal role in the operations of a bank. The authors,
however, conceived that 'branches’ form the backbone of a bank and its role incumbents are
simultaneously subjected to internal, organizational and environmental stresses.

In this study, an attempt was made to identify age and leadership styles as correlates
of 10 types of role stresses. For this purpose, Leader Effectiveness and Adaptability
Description (LEAD) (Hersey and Blanchard, 1972) and ORS Scale (Pareek, 1983c) were
administered to a sample of 140 branch managers. Means, SD and Pearson's product moment
coefficients of correlation were used to analyze the data.

The findings of the study revealed that branch managers scored lower on role
ambiguity, self-role distance and role stagnation indicating that respondents do not really
experience major stresses in these areas. In other words, they are clear about others'
expectation from their roles; their self-concept and personal value system are not incongruent
with the nature of their roles, and they do not feel that their personal and career growth is
being blocked. On the other hand, three role stresses, namely, role erosion, interrole distance
and role isolation were found to be dominant indicating that there is a slow erosion of role
and authority; the inability to combine the demands of organizational life with the demands
of family life; and a sense of isolation from the rest of the organization. These stresses
indicate the existence of an alienation syndrome among branch managers resulting in a
feeling of powerlessness.

The interrelation of age with role stress variables did not reveal any significant
association between the variables. The findings did not confirm the general impression that
age gives a person the strength to take stressors in his stride or that advancing age makes a
person more nervous so that his perception of different stressors gets exaggerated. Stressors,
however, were associated with leadership styles. For example, inter-role distance correlated
negatively and significantly with high-task, low-people orientation and with high task, high-
people orientation. Likewise, the overall style adaptability was associated negatively and
significantly with personal inadequacy.

On the basis of these findings, the authors made the following suggestions:

@) The need for vigorous organizational efforts to integrate branch managers into
organizational life. This suggestion was made in the light of the fact that certain
stressors are dominant in managers which develop a sense of alienationin them to
cope with increasing feelings of facelessness and loss of identity.

(b) An opportunity for branch managers to acquire the latest management and banking
tools and organizational opportunities to maximally utilize their potential and enhance
their managerial effectiveness. This can further harness their capacity to reduce
experienced stresses.

(c) Lastly, the authors opined that bank-wise data should be collected to confirm their
findings. Further, some mcrtestiessots, such as union pressures and vulnerability to

bank robbery should also be included.

KedarNath (1988) studied the effect of organizational climates, role stresses and locus of
control on job involvement amongbanking professionals. He observed that several
behavioural scientists in the west as well as in India have long recognized that these variables
are crucial causal factors for job involvement among the banking personnel.

To attain the objectives of the study, four psychometric instruments — the ORS Scale
(Pareek, 1983c), MAO-C (Pareek, 1989), the Social Reaction Inventory (Rotter, 1966) and
the Job Involvement Scale (A.P. Singh, 1984) were administered to a randomly selected
sample of 500 bank employees to assess role stresses, motivational climates, locus of control
and job involvement, respectively. Statistical techniques such as critical ratio test, coefficients
of correlation, variance analysis, varimax factor analysis, sub grouping and multiple
regression analysis were used to test the hypotheses. The major findings of the study were as
follows:

@) Subjects who experienced high role stress pertaining to self role distance, inter-role
distance, role expectation conflict, role stagnation, role ambiguity, role overload, and
personal inadequacy as well as overall role stress showed less job involvement as
compared to the low role stress group. High and low scoring groups on these role

stress variables were reported to differ significantly with regard to job involvement.

(b) The high scoring group on four dimensions of organizational climate—achievement,
expert influence, affiliation and dependency—scored significantly high on job
involvement as compared to the groups which scored low on these dimensions of
organizational climate. On the contrary, groups scoring high on control and extension
climates scored significantly low on job involvement as compared to the group which
scored low on these organizational climates.

(c) The high external locus of control group was reported to score significantly low on
job involvement in comparison to the low external locus of control group.

(d) Role stress variables were found to be inversely associated with job involvement.
Similarly, control and extension dimensions of organizational climate were inversely
associated with job involvement. On the contrary, the relationships of achievement,
expert influence, affiliation and dependency with job involvement were reported to be

positive and statistically significant.
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(e) External locus of control was reported to be negatively and significantly associated
with job involvement.

4) The negative relationship between organizational role stress and job involvement was
reported to be higher for the high locus of control group as compared to that of the
low locus of control group.

(9) Organizational role stress was observed to be the most powerful predictor of variance
in job involvement. Role stresses accounted for 31 per cent of variance in job

involvement.

In the light of these findings, the author made several suggestions. First, the
authorities of bank organizations must try to minimize various role stresses in order to
facilitate maximum job involvement. Second, the motivational climate of the organization
such as achievement, expert influence, affiliation and dependency must be improved in order
to facilitate higher job involvement among the bank employees. Finally, the external locus of
control should be controlled to achieve the organizational objective of higher job involvement
and to improve performance.

Beena and Poduval (1991) studied gender differences in relation to the work stress
with age as an independent variable. The sample consisted of 80 first-level executives of a
large industrial organization. A 25-item work stress-related scale was developed by using
items from the Higgings' scale (1991). The findings of the study indicated that stress
experience of the executives increased with advancing age. Sex was also found to be a major
factor affecting the stress condition.

In another study, Ahmad and Khanna (1992) investigated the relationship between job
stress, job satisfaction and job involvement among 50 middle level hotel managers (aged 22-
36 years). The analysis of the data revealed a significant negative relationship between job
stress and job satisfaction irrespective of the subjects' sex, marital status, education and
experience. Occupational stress was reported to be negatively correlated with job
involvement, and the high job involvement group was more satisfied with their job than the
low job involvement group.

Pandey (1997) conducted a study to determine the relationship between personal

demographics and organizational role stress. The study was conducted on 61 personnel of
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Indian Railways (aged 28-58 years). Role stresses were measured by administering the
Organizational Role Stress Scale (Pareek, 1983c). The analysis revealed a positive but non-
significant relationship of age with all the dimensions of role stress except role ambiguity.
Similarly, education showed positive but non-significant correlation with all the 10
dimensions of role stress. Experience was reported to be positively and significantly
associated with inter-role distance, role expectation conflict, role ambiguity, personal

inadequacy, role stagnation, role erosion, and self-role distance.
