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THE QUEST FOR GLOBAL JUSTICE

ABSTRACT : Global justice is emerging as the most relevant ideal to mitigate the vagaries

of a globalizing world. It is fully recognized now that globalisation has created its own
inequalities within and among nations. It has failed to ameliorate problems like poverty,
unemployment malnutrition and human under development. In this scenario the theory of
global justice which extrapolates the idea of social justice to the international arena appears
as a solution. This article tries to examine the various dimensions of global justice and it's
necessity in the current international order. It also tries to focus on the practical
implementation of this theory the way possible hurdles and the way to create a more
equitable world.

Much of the past and current centuries have been embroiled in a highly contentious and
widely publicised debate on the 'globalization of our world". "Since its earliest appearance in

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the 1960s, the term 'globalization’ has been used in both popular and academic literature to
describe a process, a condition, a system, a force, an agent and an age. Given these competing
labels have very differentmeanings, their indiscriminate usage is often obscure and invites
confusion.”® However, all these myriad interpretations of the concept do agree on one
fundamental fact of globalization, that it is a force to reckon with and its effect is all
pervasive. It can be criticised or it can be applauded but it cannot be ignored.

In the past 30 years the sheer magnitude and ambit of global interconnectedness has
become progressively apparent in all sectors from economic to the cultural. "Globalization is
a historical process involving a fundamental shift or transformation in the spatial scale of
human organization that links distant communities and expands the reach of power relations
across regions and continents.* Hyper-globalists even go to the extent of, claiming that
globalization is bringing a demise of the nation states, as global forces undermine the ability
of governments to control their own economies and societies. Anthony Giddens defines the
phenomenon in the following words,

The intensification of worldwide social relations which link distant localities in such
a way that local happenings are shaped by events occurring many miles away and vice-
versa.’

Contemporary information technologies and infrastructures of communication
and transportation have propelled this process of globalization. The term globalization has
become synonymous with time-space compression, literally a shrinking world, in which the
sources of local developments, from unemployment to ethnic conflicts, maybe traced to
distant conditions or decisions.”® Globalization is leading to de-territorialisation. The
traditional distinction between intra-national and international issues is dissolving. There has
been growth of new actors at the international stage from supranational agencies to
multinational corporations and international non-governmental organizations. Nation states
are co-existing and functioning along with these new international actors and their
interactions are structured through highly complex systems of rules and practices, some with

associated adjudication and enforcement mechanisms.

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"These actors and rules powerfully influence the domestic life of national societies: through
their impact on pollution and climate change, invasive diseases, conflict and violence, culture
and information, technology, and (most profoundly) through market forces that condition
access to capital and raw materials, export opportunities, domestic tax bases and tax rates,

prices, wages,labour standards, and much else."’

Thus, in light of these transformational
shifts in the arena of global relations, nation states can no longer be the only watersheds of
morality. The reactions towards globalization may be appraised from a multiplicity of diverse
perceptions, one of them is that of morality® and central to the concept of morality is the
concept of justice.

THE CONCEPT OF GLOBAL JUSTICE:

After Rawls seminal work on social justice’ the world again focussed attention on
inequalities and the means to ameliorate them albeit within the liberal- capitalist- democratic
mould. It is in this context that the idea of global justice becomes significant. Rawls theory
was largely limited within national boundaries and he did not seek to discuss its international
dimensions. However inequality has both a national and international dimension be it
inequality among people or between nations of the world. Globalisation has given it this
dimension. As stated earlier the euphoria over globalization has died down and people are
become increasingly aware that is has not mitigated endemic poverty as it had purported to
do. The gap between the rich and the poor (people and nations) has continued to grow. It is in
this context that global justice is propagated as a desirable norm/value to end such injustices
and bring about an equitable international order.

The concept of global justice started developing in the 1970's. It was influenced
by two major changes in the international arena; one was the increasing inter-connectedness
of the world and the other was the universalization of human dignity and human rights.
Global justice theorists presume that the Westphalia world order has collapsed under the
onslaught of globalization and technological interconnectedness of the world. Hence
inequalities can no longer be limited to nation. states but have acquired international
dimensions. On the other hand, the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights

has highlighted the basic minimum treatment to be meted out to all humans all over the

globe. Hence values and ideals too have acquired a universal aspect and are no longer nation
specific or culture specific.'

Focussing on issues like poverty fertility, malnutrition, life expectancy etc.,
theorists of global justice focuses on a world without deprivation, where every human being
has the basic amenities of life. One group of theorists such as Pogge,"*" Singer and Beitz"
take up the issue of world poverty and put forward the cosmopolitan view of justice by
pointing out that the governments and people of rich countries have a duty to reform the
global order and compensate for its damaging effects but do not tell us the way to do so.
Another view, propounded by Nagel focuses on the need to coercive authority of
international institutions."*® Nagel accepts that we have a moral obligation to prevent people
from starving or being harmed as part of a universal "humanitarianism™ but claims that this is
possible only if there are coercive institution to bring about large scale social coordination
and cooperation.

In this way global justice theory is a reaction to the inequality bred by
globalisation. It rejects traditional idioms based on national interest and primacy of individual
states as grossly inadequate as it claims that global challenges can be met only by joint global
action. Even though they have not yet come up with a joint action plan, global justice is a
much needed value for human society.

THE NEED FOR GLOBAL JUSTICE :
Kant famously said,
[t]he peoples of the earth have thus entered in varying degrees into a universal
community, and it has developed to the point where a violation of rights in one
part of the world is felt everywhere.**
The advent of globalization has brought recognition to transnational problems requiring
global regulation from environmental issues to poverty to human rights violation. As
humanity awakens to increased interconnectedness and interdependence, it also awakens to a
need for justice that transcends national boundaries. The emergence of a post Westphalian
world has placed greater moral responsibilities on nation-states, corporations and persons.

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The cry for transnational justice acquires utmost importance in face of the prevailing chronic
economic disparity in the world. This overwhelming demand for justice is further motivated
by the increasing consciousness that world poverty has surpassed war as the supreme source
of preventable human misery.*

There has been a marked decline in the number of people living in absolute
poverty globally from 1,237 million in 1990 to 1,100 million in 2000. But major credit for
this significant progress goes to rapid development which happened in two very large
countries, China and India, which are inhabited by 38 per cent of the world's population. The
number of people living in poverty declined from 361million to 204 million in China itself.
However, in sub-Saharan Africa, Europe and Central Asia, and Latin America and the
Caribbean, poverty has increased by 82, 14, and 8 million, respectively.'®

Poverty exists unrelentingly in the modern world. It can also be claimed that it is
this so called modern world which is proving to be the biggest source of abject poverty
worldwide. Approximately one third of all human deaths, 18 million annually, are caused
because of poverty-related issues, which can be definitely avoided through better diet, clean
drinking water, cheap rehydration packs, affordable medication and vaccination."*” The worst
affected by global poverty are children, females and people of colour. Inherent in these
blatant violations of social and economic human rights are further violations of civil and
political rights. Thomas Pogge makes a compelling analysis of the deep-rooted injustices,
which are the prominent source of abject poverty, in the contemporary economic scenario. He
states that three fundamental facts render the current cataclysm of human poverty profoundly
disturbing from a moral perspective:

First, it occurs in the context of unprecedented global affluence that is easily
sufficient to eradicate all life-threatening poverty. A 2 percent shift in the distribution of
global household income could wholly eradicate the severe poverty that currently blights the
lives of nearly half the human population...

Second, the unprecedented global inequalities just described are still increasing

relentlessly...

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Third, conditions of life anywhere on earth are today deeply affected by international
interactions of many kinds and thus by the elaborate regime of treaties and conventions that
profoundly and increasingly shape such interactions. Those who participate in this regime,
especially in its design or imposition, are morally implicated in any contribution it makes to
ever-increasing global economic inequality and to the consequent persistence of severe
poverty.'®

These revelations make it star kingly evident that there is a clear departure from
the Westphalia model where nation states were the prime players and the fundamental units
within which justice was applied. Thus, the newly integrated world wants a novel justice
mechanism as well. There is a demand and a need for justice at a global level, where nation
states are not the only pursuers ofjustice. No longer are the issues solely addressed to national
governments nor are the claimants concentrating exclusively on fellow citizens. The entire
language of the argument has changed. "Whether the issue is distribution or recognition,
disputes that used to focus exclusively on the question of what is owed as a matter of justice
to community members now turns quickly into disputes about who should count as a member
and which is the relevant community. Not just 'the what' but also 'the who' is up for grabs"*

But how do you define justice in a pluralistic world, where different stakeholders
may have different conceptions of justice? Moreover, it is even less apparent as to what
meaning can be attributed to justice on the global level or where the quest for such justice
would lead us in the arena of international or global institutions, and what purpose would one
hope for such justice to serve.?>*Contemplating justice on a global scale in today's world can
easily be seen as an almost impossible, Don Quixotic venture.?!
JUSTICE, ITS EXISTENCE AT DOMESTIC LEVEL AND ITS IMPORT TO THE
GLOBAL LEVEL :
An eminent authority on the problem of justice, John Rawils, in his majestic treatise, A
Theory of Justice, put it this way:

Justice is the first virtue of social institutions, as truth is of systems of thought.
Atheory however elegant and economical must be rejected or revised if it is

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untrue;likewise, laws and institutions no matter how efficient and well-arranged

must be reformed or abolished if they are unjust.?
Justice is considered to be the sine qua non of any well-ordered society. Justice is the
yardstick which is applied to measure whether a society is suitably governed and meets the
basic requirements of its members. It is true that this general notion of justice may take
different concrete manifestations when applied to particular societies, but when this domestic
notion of justice is applied at the international level, a number of issues crop up:

First, there is a fundamental question of whether the international system of

today is sufficiently welded to the notion of the world as "society" governed by

a rule- based order, in the sense in which the notion has been understood in the

context of ubisocietas, ibi jus. It is common knowledge that there is still a

controversy about whether the world we live in is sufficiently "normative™ to

allow us to speak of an "international society"” built on a common concept of

justice that offers a solid foundation for public order based on shared values of

this society qua society. Second, within the atomistic structure of the present

international system, the independent sovereign states that compose it claim to

be at the same time both the representative of the public interest of this

community in a norm-creating capacity and the representative of private

interests of their own in a norm-receiving capacity.?
The problem with understanding justice in the global context is that in the domestic scenario
nation- state is the primary locus of political legitimacy and pursuit of justice but there is no
comparable institution at the global level. The international society is in a transitional form. It
is highly debated, at the moment, whether it should be considered as an inter-national society,
consisting of sovereign states, or a global society consisting of human individuals.?* The
notion of global justice would differ with the context in which it is finally applied. But
whatever be the nature of the international society, the demand for global justice is clear,
unyielding and ever growing.

Global justice is going to wield considerable influence on the future of global

change and the re- shaping of development agendas. It symbolizes a transition from a

"Hobbesian perspective on international development to a Kantian one".? Hobbes restricted
justice to the domestic level and held that actual justice cannot be achieved at the
international level due to the absence of a global state. Kant, on the other hand, in his
Perpetual Peace argued that international justice is possible even in the absence of a global
state. The other facet to justice is the dimension of equality. This is very well argued by John
Rawls when he states that interwoven in the liberal requirement of justice is the concept of
equality among citizen, but such egalitarian justice is a wholly political claim which "applies
to the basic structure of a unified nation state... and cannot be extrapolated to different
contexts which require different standards"?®"If Hobbes is right, the idea of global justice
without a world government is a chimera. If Rawis is right, perhaps there can be something
that might be called justice or injustice in the relations between states, but it bears only a
distant relation to the evaluation of societies themselves as just or unjust: for the most part,
the ideal of a just world for Rawls would have to be the ideal of a world of internally just
states.”’

Contemporary proponents of global justice advocate adopting the Kantian
cosmopolitan tradition reaching the benefits of distributive justice to the entire world.
However, establishing the need for global justice and finding theoretical support for it is only
work half done as it opens a Pandora box of questions about how to transform it from a mere
a theoretical conception to a living reality.

SEEKING RESPONSES TO A PLETHORA OF QUESTIONS

The most fundamental questions which arise from a quest for global justice are what kind of
justice: political, cultural or socio-economic? Justice for whom? What end should such
justice serve? These questions give rise to further debates, resulting in highly divergent and
conflicting opinions among the authors of today on the issue of global justice.

What kind of justice? To answer this question it is necessary to analyse the raging
debate between cosmopolitans and statists. Cosmopolitans comprehend global justice
essentially as domestic justice albeit on a bigger stage. They advocate the application of
domestic egalitarian principles of justice at the global platform. Statists, on the other hand,

argue that justice as equality has no place outside domestic frontiers. Cosmopolitans thus,

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make a demand for distributive justice at the global stage, i.e., egalitarian distribution of
liberties, opportunities and economic goods, whereas statists are content so long as basic
human rights are met and people assist one another in difficult circumstances.”® These
different outlooks have varied implications and make it pertinent to draw a distinction
between justice and humanity vis-a-vis global justice. "Unlike humanity, justice creates a
system of rights (and consequently of duties and obligations)... and 'rights are protected fields
for activity within which individuals or groups may pursue their interests.?® In light of this,
one canconclude the debate between cosmopolitans and statists in the following words,
Cosmopolitans, who believe that liberal egalitarian justice should apply to the
global arena, hold that the de facto system of entitlements defining people's
respective ‘fields for activity' across the world is unjust. For it to be just, it
should conform to liberal principles of domestic justice, granting all human
beings equal civil and political rights, and placing strict limits on permissible
global socio-economic inequalities. This implies that at least part of what liberal
citizens, and their governments, ought to do in order to improve the situation of
the world's least advantaged is in principle owed to them.
For statists, on the other hand, liberal citizens and their governments, have a
duty to help the poor meet their basic needs and develop viable social
institutions. These international distributive obligations appear to be more akin
to duties of humanity, thereby suggesting that, whatever resources the global
privileged ought to invest to help the world's poor should be seen as rightfully
theirs and not as belonging to the world's less fortunate nations in the first
place.®
Thus, what liberals envisage is a distributive justice mechanism at the global level to bring
about equitable distribution of wealth and resources and reduce the compelling disparities. At
this juncture, there is a need to briefly explain the concept of distributive justice as it has been
propounded since decades. For the past four decades the most extensively discoursed theory
of distributive justice has been the one proposed by John Rawls in his treatises -A Theory of

Justice(1971), and Political Liberalism(1993). He puts forth the following two principles of

justice:

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1. Each person has an equal claim to a fully adequate scheme of equal basic

rights and liberties, which scheme is compatible with the same scheme for all;

and in this scheme the equal political liberties, and only those liberties, are to be

guaranteed their fair value.

2. Social and economic inequalities are to satisfy two conditions: (a) They are to

be attached to positions and offices open to all under conditions of fair equality

ofopportunity; and (b), they are to be to the greatest benefit of the least

advantaged members of society.*
Taking into account domestic theory of distributive justice and importing it to the global level
cosmopolitans endeavour to answer the fundamental questions revolving around global
justice. The foremost basic query that arises is who should fall within the ambit of a global
theory of distributive justice? Answering it, cosmopolitans unequivocally assert that
individuals and not states should be governed by a global theory of justice. This gives rise to
the second vital question as to what should be fairly distributed among the individuals. On
this issue, there is lesser concurrence among the cosmopolitans. Some of them contend that
resources should be fairly distributed, while others contend that global ideologies of
distributive justice should focus on welfare. Further a third group asserts that global justice
should be viewed in regard to the ability of people to perform. This leads to the last important
question- how should it be distributed? Answering the third question, cosmopolitan thought
presents three views, as to whether resources should be disseminated likewise to all or in

accordance with merit or in relations to subjective wants."*

"For instance, Pogge defends a
‘global resource dividend' that requires that people should be taxed for using natural resources
and the proceeds spent on global poor. Beitz, on the other hand, maintains that John Rawls's

"difference principle' according to which 'social and economic inequalities are to be arranged

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so that they are both (a) reasonably expected to be to everyone's advantage, and (b) attached
to positions and officesopen to all' should be extended to the global level.®
Global justice is, therefore, for the people of this globe not for a state or an

organization. It will mostly be an import of domestic distributive justice system. It will
majorly represent a justice that aims to reduce the predominant socio-economic injustices in
the world. Thus, the quest for global justice stumbles upon some fundamental answers albeit
a number of related issues still remain unanswered.
GLOBAL POLITICAL AWAKENING: AN OUTCOME OF THE QUEST FOR
GLOBAL JUSTICE
Critics might contend that global justice is largely a theoretical conception and its practical
implications in the current world continue to be a distant dream. Nothing could be further
from the truth. The rising consciousness regarding the prevalent chronic economic, political
and social disparities, have set into motion a number of events worldwide, aimed at curtailing
the growing inequalities and restoring human dignity to its prized position. Right from the
Arab Spring to the emergence of new Left ideology in the West, all these events have at the
centre of their genesis the quest for an international order which is based on justice. This
major upheaval in the established world order has been termed as the "global political
awakening". The term was propounded by ZbigniewBrzezinsk. He states:

For the first time in history almost all of humanity is politically activated,

politically conscious and politically interactive. Global activism is generating a

surge in the quest for cultural respect and economic opportunity in a world

scarred by memories of colonial or imperial domination."*
This colossal 'global political awakening' puts before the organized powers of globalization
and the global political economy: nation-states, multinational corporations and banks, central
banks, international organizations, military, intelligence, media and academic institutions,
their greatest and most formidable challenge. The presence of an integrated and globalized
Transnational Capitalist Class has galvanized the global population, which is seething from
the unjust treatment meted out to them by the global elite."*® "The worldwide yearning for

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human dignity is the central challenge inherent in the phenomenon of global political
awakening."*®

"It is no overstatement to assert that now in the 21st century the population of much of the
developing world is politically stirring and in many places seething with unrest. It is a
population acutely conscious of social injustice to an unprecedented degree, and often
resentful of its perceived lack of political dignity. The nearly universal access to radio,
television and increasingly the Internetis creating a community of shared perceptions and
envy that can be galvanized and channelled by demagogic political or religious passions.
These energies transcend sovereign borders and pose a challenge both to existing states as
well as to the existing global hierarchy...*’

The Arab Spring can be held to be one of the biggest manifestations of this
awakening. Arab spring refers to a series of anti-government agitations, upheavals and armed
rebellions that engulfed the Middle East and North Africa (MENA) in 2011. It started in
Tunisian and soon spread like wildfire to Egypt, Libya, Syria and Yemen and in a milder
form to Bahrain, Jordan and Saudi Arabia. At the heart of these uprisings were repressive
dictatorial regimes, rampant corruption, crippling social and economic inequalities, blatant
denial of civil rights and of course, an angry and disillusioned population. The sheer scale,
rapidity and might of these events can be traced to the forces of globalization. Most of these
protests began on social media, which aided not only in the dissemination of idea but also in
the galvanization of the masses. It won't be wrong to contend that the Arab Spring reflects
that dark side of globalization. High rates of unemployment ranging from 10 to 25 per cent,
rising cost of living, poverty and corruption, despite the illusion of plenty, led to the Arab
spring. It was a result of the persistent denial of justice to the masses, a justice which was
denied to them not only by their domestic overlords but also by the global hierarchy in

It has been asserted that
radicalisation of the World and lack of educational and employment opportunities are
responsible for the growth of this terror outfit. However, the fact is that a huge number of
ISIS's recruits hail from countries which are supposed to be paragons of modernisation and
development.”® "Hence, it would be delusional to use social background and education as
yardsticks by which to judge a person's propensity for political radicalism. More often than
not the roots of extremism lie not in poverty or lack of knowledge, but in the desire to
dismantle the existing socio-cultural and political models."*" It can be submitted that one of
the causes behind the emergence and success of terror groups like the ISIS is the prevailing
fear among the masses that globalization is increasingly eroding traditional territorial, cultural
and economic barriers. While to some extent increased interconnectedness is appreciated, the
fact that it benefits the capitalist and elitist classes more and gives them the immense power
of moulding far- flung localities to suit their needs, doesn't go ignored either. People have

started to realise that the global order is not being fair to the common man and their

money abroad is invested in U.S. treasury bonds and U.S. banks. All this is pureloss for the whole
region. Western imperialism has created the regional system of Gulf monarchies in order to
guaranteeits exploitation of their resources, and this may remain the case until the last drop of oil has
been sucked out of theregion." VidyaVenkat, "Arab Spring has now turned into a Winter" The Hindu

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increasing resentment against the global elite, is at times being channelized by organizations
like the ISIS to further its agenda.

Another recent development which is taking the West by storm is the emergence
of a new Left ideology. The landslide victory of Jeremy Corbyn as the Leader of the Labour
Party and Leader of the Opposition in the United Kingdom has left political pundits reeling.
Bernie Sanders, another surprising entry, had proved to be Hilary Clinton's most formidable
challenger in her bid for presidential candidature from the Democratic Party in the United
States. Syriza's impressive rise in Greece, support garnered by the Five Star Movement in
Italy and Podemos success in breaking the two party hegemony in Spain are all reflections of
a new Left-ward shift in Western politics. "To understand this populist Left-ward shift, we
need to consider the crippling effects of rising inequality. While economic growth has varied,
the U.K., U.S., China and India have experienced exceptionally large rises in inequality since
the 1980s, underwritten by forces of globalisation, technological change, and financial
liberalisation. Liberal democracies, once the embodiment of a contented society, are
increasingly failing to deliver what citizens want for individual opportunity -
equitableeconomic growth, quality public services and personal security. As Francis
Fukuyama states, today's liberal democracies are increasingly undergoing
repatrimonialisation- the capture of independent state institutions by powerful elites. The
egalitarian ethos, tempered by the idea of a society, has dissolved."*

From a perusal of the above-mentioned events it can be submitted the quest for
global justice is very much on its way. The havoc that the "other" face of globalizations is
wrecking on the global masses is becoming more and more evident. People are realising that
they are not only being denied their share in global prosperity but are also facing a threat to
their cultural, economic and social identities.

The presence of gigantic inequalities is making people question the intentions
of the global elite. The rising discontent is giving way to rebellions, radicalisation and
emergence of new ideologies to curtail the growing gap between the elite and the masses.
Moreover, neither the origin nor the implications of these events are local in nature. They
include within their ambit the entire global citizenry. However, none of these events can
single-handedly bring about a more egalitarian and just global order. Terror outfits like the

ISIS are creating their own exploitation and discriminations. The question that now arises is

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who can bring about a just global order. At the domestic level, it's the national government
which has to shoulder the responsibility; at the global level there is no world government and
whether there ever will be is another highly contentious debate. What does exist at the world
stage, today, is a global institutional order and perhaps, it can serve as the starting point in
mankind's search for global justice.

GLOBAL INSTITUTIONAL ORDER AND RAWLSIAN INSTITUTIONAL
ANALYSIS :

Rawls has never directly approached the topic of global justice®; yet, contemporary
philosophers like Pogge and Beitz insist that a global theory of justice can only be Rawlsian
in its institutional principles. "Through this grand work, Rawls has firmly established social
institutions as a distinct domain of moral assessment and has marked this domain
terminologically by associating it with the term (social) justice. So the term justice is now
predominant in the moral assessment of social rules (laws, practices, social conventions and
institutions) and used only rarely in the moral assessment of the conduct and character of
individual and collective agents. In the wake of Rawls the distinctionbetween institutional
and interactional moral analysis has come to be marked as a distinction between justice and
ethics.**

It is true that Rawlsian analysis is confined to domestic justice, whereas global
justice deals with the welfare of individuals. But it is also true that there exists a global
institutional order today comprising of various supranational agencies governed by intricate
transnational regimes and this institutional order is not doing all good and is contributing to
global injustices to a large extent. The global institutional order is furthering the prevalent
global injustices in in two main ways:

First, its rules may affect individuals indirectly, by co-shaping the national
institutional order under which they live.

Secondly, the rules of the global institutional order may affect people more
directly. Consider, for example, the current WTO treaty system, which permits
countries to protect their markets against cheap imports (agricultural products,

textiles and apparel, steel, and much else) through tariffs, anti-dumping duties,

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quotas, export credits, and huge subsidies to domestic producers. Such
protectionist measures reduce the export opportunities from poor countries by
constraining their exports into the affluent countries and also, in the case of
subsidies, by allowing less efficient rich-country producers to undersell more
efficient poor-country producers in world markets.*®
Therefore, it can be submitted that the Rawlsian analysis can be applied at the global level as
well as there exist transnational institutions, laws, covenants, regimes etc. which are capable
of directly or indirectly affecting the lives of the global common Although there is no global
society as of now, Rawlsian principles can be applied to the multitude of transnational
organization and regimes and these can be then tested at the altar justice. If these
organizations and regimes qualify to be just, then they would be in a position to bring about
some measure of global justice and thus, work for the welfare of the individuals.
GLOBAL JUSTICE IN THE FORESEEABLE FUTURE :
The biggest obstacle, maybe even an insurmountable one, in the path of global justice it
seems is the lack of a global sovereign power at the world stage. "According to Hobbes, in
the absence of theenabling condition of sovereign power, individuals are famously thrown
back on their own resources and led by the legitimate motive of self-preservation to a
defensive, distrustful posture of war. They hope for the conditions of peace and justice and
support their creation whenever it seems safe to do so, but they cannot pursue justice by
themselves.*® Rawls, on the other hand, dissents from the view that a world government is
necessary for the application of his principles. As he says, 'Here | follow Kant's Perpetual
Peace (1795) in thinking that a world government by which I mean a unified political regime
with legal powers normally exercised by central governments - would either be a global
despotism or else would rule over a fragile empire torn......* Thomas Nagel provides another
view when he states, "...the requirements of justice themselves do not... apply to the world as
a whole, unless and until, as a result of historical developments...the world comes to be
governed by a unified sovereign power.*®
Global sovereignty at the moment is a remote idea. Whether a global state would emerge and

develop into a full-fledged world government is a speculative concept to say the least. There

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are myriad obstacles in the formation of a unified global sovereign authority, foremost being,
the primal instinct of nation states to avoid any dilution of their sovereignty. Thus, what
exists today is the global institutional order and it is this order on which the responsibility of
bringing about a just world order has to be fastened. There are deep rooted injustices in the
formation and organization of this global institution order and to bring about world justice,
the first task is to evaluate and analyse the world institutional order. "Current international
rules and institutions may be the thin end of a wedge that will eventually expand to seriously
dislodge the dominant sovereignty of separate nation- states, both morally and politically, but
for the moment they lack something that according to the political conception is crucial for
the application and implementation of standards of justice: they are not collectively enacted
and coercively imposed in the name of all individuals that carries with it a responsibility to
treat all those individuals in some sense equally."*® For only when the institutions purported
to impart justice are just that they can do any justice in the world.

"The task of global justice is a shared responsibility. It is a constructive exercise
that calls for many distinct economic, social and political reforms, including tangible
progress...in enhancing the participation of developing countries in international economic
decision-making."* Global justicemay have been a utopian idea a decade ago, but today it is
very much a living reality albeit largely a theoretical one. Contemporary political and social
events are making it evident that the world has awakened to the reality of global injustices.
The lack of a redressal mechanism is propelling the masses to take matters into their own
hands, which is in no way adequate enough to curb the growing inequalities. What is needed
is that, the very global institutional order which originated due to globalization, takes steps to
bring about a more just globalization. This institutional order, in the very first instance, needs
to start reforming itself so that it stops catering to the needs of a few and looks beyond to the
needs of the masses. Remedial measures have to be initiated. Policies have to be broadened.
Institutions have to be restructured. No longer can the leaders of the world sit around and
wait for global justice to arrive. "For if justice, like truth, be the daughter of time it cannot be
fully known until all time ends™* and then what purpose would such justice serve if it is

brought to realisation only at the end of time.

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A BRIEF STUDY OF SIMULTANEOUS
ELECTIONS IN INDIA

Sudhanshu Ranjan Yadav*

ABSTRACT: ‘Simultaneous Election’ is defined as struggling the Indian election cycle in a

manner such that elections to Lok Sabha and State Assemblies are synchronised together.
Indian polity is perennially in an election mode.On an average 5-7 Assembly elections
happen every year.Such frequent electoral cycles end up negatively impacting administrative
and developmental activities in the poll-bound States and impacts the larger governance
process in general.There is a serious need to evolve a mechanism to end this frequent cycle of
elections.A strategy known as ‘One Nation, One Election’ has the potential to stop India
from being in an election state during the whole year.It has the ability to provide a new
framework for the election process that is being used in India.The elections for the Lok Sabha
and the Legislative Assemblies are now scheduled to take place concurrently according to
this strategy. In 1999, in its 170" report, the Law Commission argued in favour of holding
elections for the Lok Sabha and the Assemblies at the same time. After that, in December of
2015, the Law Commission issued a report with the title “One Nation, One Election”. It has
been reported that the government may save millions of rupees in election costs if the
elections for the Lok Sabha and the Vidhan Sabha were to be held at the same time. It was
proposed that the country hold elections at the same time all around the country in the light
of the aforementioned factors.

The Commission noted that simultaneous elections cannot be held within the
existing framework of the Constitution.Simultaneous elections may be conducted to Lok
Sabha and State Assemblies through appropriate amendments to the Constitution, the
*NET-JRF
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Representative of the People Act 1951, and the Rules of Procedure of Lok Sabha and State
Assemblies.The Commission also suggested that at least 50% of the states should ratify the
constitutional amendments. In this paper, the author investigate the concept of “One Nation,
One Election” as it pertains to India.

-All You Want to Know About Indian Elections” by S.K Mendiratta contains all salient
provisions of the Constitution, electoral laws and a plethora of directions and instructions of
the Election Commission of India on various aspects of electoral exercise. It is updated with
the amendments made to election law, judicial pronouncements of the Supreme Court and
High Courts as well as the Election Commission’s directions and instructions.

-“Chawla’s Elections: Law and Practice” authored by V.S. Deshpande and Kiran Jain
provides for intensive details regarding the conduction of elections in India. The book helps
in understanding the election procedures of almost every political election that occurs in
India.

-The discussion paper titled as Analysis of Simultaneous Elections: The “What”, “Why”
and “How” written by Bibek Debroy and Kishore Desai provides an insight into the concept
of simultaneous elections, why are they needed, what are the criticisms and counter
arguments regarding them and how they should be implemented.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY:

The present study is a Doctrinal study. The researcher has adopted this method based on the

study of different books, reports ,and articles published in a systematic and logical manner.
The help has also been taken from different internet sources also.The information is collected
from various sources which includes the various legislations, statutes, rules and regulations of

various administrative bodies. The various legislations relating to elections such as
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Constitution of India, Representation of the People Act, 1951 and Conduct of Election Rules,
1961 are being referred. Moreover,various books by eminent scholars, published articles,
newspapers, research articles, internet sources and various reports of the Law Commission of
India are also being reffered.

INTRODUCTION:

“Elections are the barometer of democracy and the contestants the lifeline of the

parliamentary system and its set up.”

~ Former Chief Justice of India, RC Lahoti In S.R. Chaudhuri v. State of Punjab

Indian elections, the name itself creates an awe, owing to sheer scale, unfettered consistency,
and uninterrupted continuity. There is always a sense of mystery as “how India votes”.
Democracy has been firmly established in the country and it is looked upon as one of the
most stable democracies on the globe by the whole comity of nations around the world. The
Apex Court of the land has rightly described it as an “oasis of democracy” as we look around
and compare the record of its democratic functioning with that of the other nations who also
got freedom from foreign rule more or less around the same time. The abstraction of
democracy as envisioned by the Constitution makers postulate the representation of the
people in Parliament and State Legislative Assemblies through the medium of elections.
Democracy is one of the inalienable basic features of the Constitution of India which forms
part of its basic structure. Elections are our pride. They have operationalized for us a
fundamental goal of our freedom struggle, namely popular representation.

The Supreme Court observed In Kihoto Hollohan Zachillu and ors :

“Democracy is a basic feature of the Constitution. Whether any particular branch or system
of Government by itself has this attribute of a basic feature, as long as the essential
characteristic that entitle a system of government to be called democratic are otherwise
satisfied is not a necessary to be gone into. Election conducted at regular, prescribed
intervals, is essential to the democratic system envisaged in the Constitution. So is the need to
protect and sustain the purity of the electoral process. That may take within it the quality,
efficacy and adequacy of the machinery for resolution of electoral disputes.”

Elections in India can be termed as the festival of democracy. Conducting
elections in a large country like India which has a huge voter base is a mammoth task. India
is a federal country with three tiers of government, namely the Centre, the State and the Local
Bodies. India has 28 States and 8 Union Territories. As per the 1991 Census of India, there
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are 3255 Urban Local Bodies in the country which are further classified into the four major
categories namely Municipal Corporation (Nagar Nigam), Municipality (Nagar Parishad),
Town Area Committee and Notified Area Committee. Considering the number and the
statistics, elections are conducted frequently in India as different bodies and assemblies have
varying terms.

As per the essential requirements of the Democratic Form of Government,
the Constitution allows for determining the important constitutional offices to be filled
through the practice of free and fair elections. The important constitutional offices include,
Lok Sabha, Rajya Sabha, President’s office, Vice President’s office, different State
Legislatures. In most of the cases, these constitutional institutions are time specific and have
fixed term of five years. The Model Code of Conduct is always applied in our country, some
or the other part of the nation is always electorally alert.

The members to Lok Sabha, also called as the House of the People and the
State Legislative Assemblies, also known as Vidhan Sabha are elected by the process of
direct voting. The voting is done on the basis of universal adult suffrage, wherein all the
citizens of the country who are above the age of eighteen are allowed to vote without any
discrimination.

In the case of filling of offices of the President, Vice-President and Rajya
Sabha, such offices are filled as per indirect voting. For the purpose of election to the post of
President, Vice-President or the members of Rajya Sabha, an electoral college is constituted
on the basis of existing provisions provided in the Constitution and relevant election
provisions such as the Representation of the People Act, 1951. The kind of electoral exercise
that we witness in India is unparalleled in the world. Due to the sheer size and magnitude of
electorate and the expanse of our democracy, this electoral exercise doesn’t only assume
gigantic proportions; it also leads to huge electoral expenditure. To add to the existing woes,
the elections to the Lok Sabha and the Vidhan Sabha are held in fragments. This way the
country is always electorally active. The Election Commission of India is on its foot
throughout the year because of this. This is the situation when we are not taking account of
local elections for Panchayat and Urban Municipalities. The ever-rising electoral expenditure
on the country because of this can prove detrimental to our governance and developmental

goals.
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India is mostly in a polling phase as the Model Code of Conduct is applied in
some or the other part of the country. The 16™ Lok Sabha Elections were held from March
2014 to May 2014. Along with this, elections to the state legislatures of 4 states namely
Andhra Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh, Sikkim and Odisha were also conducted at the same
time. Soon after the General Elections, the elections for Maharashtra and Haryana State
Legislative elections were held in September 2014 — October 2014. The elections to
Jharkhand and Jammu & Kashmir Legislative Assemblies were conducted from October
2014 to December 2014. Then came the elections of NCT of Delhi in January 2015. Bihar
had to go for polling in September 2015 — November 2015. And then from March 2016 to
May 2016, elections were held in Assam, Kerala, Puducherry, Tamil Nadu and West Bengal.
Considering the expenditure of resources this is indeed a grave situation which needs some
reform. Apart from Lok Sabha elections in 2014, elections to 15 state assemblies were held in
the next two years. And if we were to add the elections of third tier of government
comprising of Municipality and Panchayati Raj and Bye-Elections, then we can analyse how
many times people are undergoing an electoral process. Frequent electoral cycles affect the
administrative and developmental activities negatively in poll bound states.

One of the pillars of Indian democracy is the periodic organisation of free and
fair elections. The nature of our elections to be free and fair is threatened by the rising cost of
elections as political parties and candidates who contest look out for other sources to cover
these costs. It is an open secret that this contributes to political corruption as pointed out by
many studies. The elections conducted separately add burden to the administration of the
Election Commission of India (ECI).

Frequent elections have become an area of concern and many intellectuals have
voiced their concerns regarding this. The need has arisen to come up with an electoral reform
to curb the never-ending electoral cycle.

Taking such issues in cognizance, the Prime Minister Mr. Narendra Modi
emphasized on “Ease of Living” in his final address on the Law Day Celebrations in the year
2017 arranged by Law Commission of India at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi. Mr. Modi talked
about the costs and expenditures incurred by the exchequer on the account of frequent
elections. Other than the expenditure, he mentioned about the other issues such as diversion
of security forces and civil staff and effect on development programmes. He called for
constructive decision on the possibility of holding simultaneous elections for the Union and
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the State Governments. Since then a debate has arisen whether simultaneous elections are
feasible for a large country like India. The social and political atmosphere was lit up with the
prospect of conducting simultaneous elections. The people expressed their opinions either in
favour or against this notion on different platforms. Owing to this uproar, the Law
Commission of India also presented a Draft Report on the issue of “Simultaneous Elections”
in August 2018.

But prior to this report, there have been mentions of simultaneous elections in
various report works and speeches. Simultaneous elections have been seen as a one of the
electoral reforms that the present system needs.

-The Law Commission of India presented its 170™ Report on Reform of Electoral Laws in the
year 1999. The commission was headed by Hon’ble Justice B.P Reddy. The Report dealt with
the issue of premature and incessant elections. The Report made certain recommendations,
out of those one was to hold simultaneous elections to the House of the People and the
different State Legislative Assemblies. The Commission also made suggestions on
introducing the concept of ‘constructive vote of no-confidence’ inspired from the German
model.

-The Department related to Parliamentary Standing Committee on Personnel, Public
Grievances, Law and Justice presented its 79" Report in the year 2015. The report
specifically talked about the “Attainability of Holding Simultaneous Elections to Lok Sabha
and State Legislative Assemblies”. The Committee recommended an alternative and
practicable method of holding elections.

-The former President of the country Shri Ram Nath Kovind voiced out his opinion regarding
elections. Addressing the Joint Session of the Parliament, the President opined that separate
and frequent elections to Lok Sabha and various State Legislative Assemblies disturb the
developmental activities, interrupt the day-to-day life of the public and affects the importance
services of the country. Frequent elections also cause burden to the human resources as they
are deployed on the election duty for longer periods of time. He also expressed his views
regarding the fact that the current government was open to the constructive and healthy
debate on the topic of holding of simultaneous elections to the House of the People and
various State Legislative Assemblies. The address by President mentioned “With some
election or the other throughout the year, normal activities of the government come to a
stand-still because of code of conduct. This is an idea the political leadership should think of.

-The Law Commission of India chaired by Justice B.S. Chauhan had prepared the Draft
Report on Simultaneous Elections in 2018 . The report analysed the issues that might crop up
when the simultaneous elections are held in the country. The report examined the
constitutional aspect of conducting synchronised elections and looked into the legal
background so as to find the necessary legal backing for conducting simultaneous elections.
MEANING OF SIMULTANEOUS ELECTION:

There is no legal definition of the term “simultaneous election” but if we look at the words
distinctively, we find that “simultaneous” means ‘occurring, happening, operating or being
done at the same time’ and “elections” refer to ‘a formal and organised choice by vote of a
person for a political office or other position’. According to Webster’s dictionary ‘election’
means the act or process of choosing a person for an office, position or membership by
voting. In the Representation of the People Act, 1951, the word ‘election’ is defined as:
“election means an election to fill a seat or seats In either House of Parliament or in the
House or either House of the Legislature of a State”. The word ‘election’ implies persons
who are to elect, (called the “electors”), the office to which election is to be made, and the
person who is to be elected, (called the “candidate”). By combining the terms and the
meanings we narrow down the definition as ‘conducting elections to the centre, state and
local bodies at the same time’. In simpler terms, people will have to cast their vote on the
same day for all the tiers of government.

Simultaneous Elections refer to those elections in which the voting for all the three
levels of the Government is conducted on the same day in a systematic and concurring
manner. A voter gets the opportunity to cast his vote on the same day to elect members for all
the three levels of the government.

India is a larger country with three tier democracy system, namely Centre, State and Local
Bodies. India has 28 States, 8 Union Territories and 3255 Urban Local Bodies (according to
1991 Census Report). The third tier of government in India is way too large and also the
holding of elections to the third level is mainly a State subject as per the Directive Principle
of the State Policy. The State is expected to take some initiatives to arrange for the Village
Panchayats and provide them with necessary powers and functions as may be required to
fulfil the goal of the self-government. It is extremely difficult and challenging to align the
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election schedules of third tier with that of Lok Sabha and Vidhan Sabha. Therefore, when
we talk about simultaneous elections in India, we are focussing only on Centre and State
elections. As including the third tier will make it more complicated. The question arises as to
why do we need the simultaneous elections? The answer lies in the fact that conducting
elections in a populous country like ours is a huge task. It is expected that if elections were to
be held simultaneously in India then following outcomes are possible.

-Curtailment in colossal expenses that are being incurred for holding of separate and
fragmented elections. It is a well-known fact that Indian elections are one of the costliest
elections in the world. Huge expenditure is incurred in the form of logistics, security
personnel and cash.

-The delays in development programs and poor implementation of policies due to Model
Code of Conduct would reduce.

-The essential services would be provided more suitably by the incumbent government and
they would not have any excuse to avoid their duties.

-The leadership of the national political parties and of those parties who have presence in
more than one state is always engaged in the election campaigns. The leadership is more
concerned with conquering seats and elections in different states rather than focusing on the
administration and the governance. So, with the introduction of simultaneous elections, there
is a possibility that such leadership would work for the welfare of the people.

-The Government frames the policies in a certain way so as to appease the majority to win
more votes and seats. The focus on the governance is diminished and more appeasement
policies are framed. The exercise of ‘political populism’ results in major ignorance of the
durable sustainable development. The situation would change if simultaneous elections are
introduced.

-A shattered polity emerges because of the difference in the election timings of the different
states. If synchronised elections are conducted, then there is a chance that the mandate is
secured in favour of one national party.

-Simultaneous election would also reduce the burden on the manpower in the form of security
personnel’s that are deployed during elections. The Election Commission utilises the
government employees from various arenas as they do not have their permanent staff in

adequate numbers. This impacts the administration and governance of the nation.
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In the present system, our country witnesses’ elections to about five to seven State legislative
assemblies every year. The country is almost in perpetual election mode. The continuous
elections affect the stakeholders involved in the elections. The stakeholders involved in the
elections are-:

-The Government at both the levels that is the Centre and the State.

-The Government employees and officials who are posted on the election duty.

-The General Public who has to exercise their right to vote.

-The Political Parties and the Candidates who contest the elections.

The need for simultaneous elections could be understood by looking at the problems that the
current system faces due to various factors such as impact of imposition of Model Code of
Conduct, huge expenditure incurred by the government in conducting of elections, the illegal
money used by the political parties for election campaigning which is beyond the permissible
limit, deploying of security personnel for election duty and other logistical issues.

Conducting elections is a gigantic task and requires a huge expenditure for different
purposes. Huge sum of money is incurred on various election related activities, such as
putting the polling stations in the required places, arranging for basic essentialities at the
polling stations and thecounting centres, remitting of travelling allowances and dearness
allowances for the staff engaged in the polling and counting duty, arranging for necessary
transportation facilities for the staff, safeguarding the election material and ballot boxes,
setting up of temporary telephone and electrical facilities and buying of election material
such as indelible ink, ammonia paper, basic stationary etc
CONCLUSION:

India is a democratic, federal and republic country. The periodic elections have been an

integral part of the democratic set-up. Indian democracy is one of the most distinguishing
features which sets India apart from other countries in the world. Free and fair elections had
been envisioned by the Constitution makers. For the said purpose, Constitution contained the
provisions relating to setting up of the independent, autonomous body for the
superintendence and control of the elections and election related activities.

India is a large country with respect to both population and territory. Conducting elections in
a country like ours with diverse climatic conditions and variant terrains is not an easy task.

There is always a sense of curiosity among the international media as to how the elections are
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conducted in India. The voting for General Elections in India is the single largest activity
done by such a huge population among all the civilisations of the present and the past.

India has a Parliamentary Form of the Government. The federal set-up in India establishes the
government at three tiers namely the centre, state and the local bodies. The election system is
extensive in our country. The Election Commission of India holds direct and indirect
elections to the offices of President, Vice-President, Rajya Sabha, Lok Sabha, State
Legislative Assemblies, Panchayats and Urban Local Bodies. The Constitution of India
provides for Universal Adult Franchise wherein the right to elect is guaranteed to each and
every citizen above the age of eighteen, without any discrimination.

Owing to the large democracy, the elections are held at the Centre, State and
the Local level frequently. Our country is perpetually in election mode. Conducting elections
at such a scale is not an easy task and Election Commission of India is on its foot throughout
the year. Also, the expenditure for holding elections rises day by day. Frequent elections are a
matter of concern for the growing democracy like ours. The large sum of money spent in
conducting fragmented elections can be better used in the developmental work. The notion of
holding synchronised elections has been endorsed by Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi
which has been backed up by two Presidents, former President Shri Pranab Mukherjee and
Shri Ram Nath Kovind. The idea of synchronised elections gets support from two former
Chief Election Commissioners also, Shri N. Gopalaswami and S.Y. Quraishi respectively.

The present government appears to be in mood of implementing simultaneous
elections. The ruling government has come up with the slogan of ‘One Nation, One Election’
to show their support to the implementation of synchronised elections at the centre and the
state level. Various governmental organisations such as NIT1 Aayog, Election Commission of
India and Law Commission of India also supports the notion of synchronised elections.

The first two decades after the independence saw the practice of simultaneous
elections being held in the country. But this was possible because of the presence of only one
National Party at the large level and not because the country had specific organised plans to
hold the elections concurrently. The regional parties were not that much active and popular
among the masses. However, this practice too saw its fall due to the indiscriminate use of
emergency provisions. The state legislative assemblies were dissolved prior to the completion
of their terms. This interrupted the cycle of simultaneous elections. The stability of the
Houses at both centre and state level was disturbed and it took some time to gain the stability
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back. In order to preserve the stability of government, various laws and judgments came up
such as Anti-defection laws, S.R. Bommai vs Union of India etc.

It can be said that the House of the People and the State Legislative Assemblies are
stable and complete their full term thereby respecting the mandate given to them by the
people but the cycles of elections have got fragmented and separated. The people of India are
the driving force behind the success of democracy and election procedure in the country. The
Election Commission of India is one of the ‘integrity institution’ of the country and works
tirelessly to make elections a success story. The commission derives its authority from the
Part XV of the Constitution.

The current system of holding elections is flawed and presents with many problems.
The hindrances that the country faces have pushed the intellectuals into rooting for
simultaneous elections for the centre and the state level. According to the political experts,
frequent elections hamper the long-term policy making because every decision is seen as the
reason for votes. Also, the separate elections affect the stability and economic development
as announcements are more for the vote bank than the development of the nation. These are
the practical problems that are faced by the people of India when separate and fragmented
elections are conducted.

The problems In holding synchronised elections are many. First, conducting elections
in India is a cumbersome task and requires huge sum of money to the public exchequer. The
holding of centre and state elections separately puts a huge expenditure block on the backs of
the public exchequer. Second, contesting elections also costs a lot of money to the parties and
the candidates involved. The political parties leave no stone unturned when it comes to
contesting the elections as for them it is a mere investment, for when they come into power,
they have the adequate means to get the returns from their investment. Holding fragmented
elections also increases the chance of involving black money into the system and thereby
affecting the economy adversely. Third, the ruling party also gets busy in preparation for the
elections way before the official notification is issued. The focus shifts from the
administration and governance to the calculations of winning the next elections. The
incumbent Ministers holding important portfolios devote less time to the administration and
instead take decisions keeping in mind the dates of the upcoming elections. Fourth, the
security forces are deployed for the major part to the election duty. Security forces inclusive
of central police forces and state police forces are deployed to maintain the internal security
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and look into the smooth and effective functioning of the elections. This also adds to the
expenditure and also diverts the security personnel from focusing on their primary duty.
Fifth, the frequent imposition of Model Code of Conduct hampers the day to day activities of
the common man which affects the productivity of the nation as well. Sixth, the voters have
to go out for vote frequently which affects the voting turn-out pattern. People tend to be
careless if the elections are conducted frequently.

These issues have propelled the discussion for the holding of synchronised elections
to the House of People and the State Legislative Assemblies. The mood for this discussion
was set up by the ruling party and then came the 79™ Report of Parliamentary Standing
Committee on the topic of “Feasibility of Holding Simultaneous Elections to the House of the
People and the State Legislative Assemblies” which talked about conducting simultaneous
elections to the Lok Sabha and the Vidhan Sabha. Other than the support from various
visionaries, the Law Commission of India published a Draft Report on the topic of
“Simultaneous Elections” in August 2018. The Commission was chaired by Dr. Justice BS
Chauhan. The commission asked for the inputs from all the stakeholders of the elections and
presented a detailed analysis on the applicability of simultaneous elections. The report is
suggestive of holding synchronised elections in India. Concluding all the facts above-
mentioned we can say that conducting the synchronised elections in India is the need of an

hour.
